The school shall function strictly under the provisions of the Karnataka Education Act, 1983, the Child
Rights Education Act, 2009, and the rules framed thereunder.

As per the Child Rights Education Act, 2009, 25% of the seats shall be reserved for children belonging to
wealer sections. The Government has the authority to enroll children under RTE in schools. If government
or government-aided institutions are available near the residence of the child, admission shall be given
there. Otherwise, private schools will enroll the children allotted by the Government, who will continue
their education up to the primary level without discrimination.

Fees of children enrolled under the RTE provisions mentioned in Condition 3 shall be reimbursed by the
Government. Hence, the school shall not collect any fees from these children.

The school and its management are prohibited from collecting capitation fees or voluntary donations from
parents, either at the time of admission or later.

The Local Education Unit/Managing Board shall publish details of tuition fees collected from parents, as
per State Government Notification No. ED:31:PGC:2019, dated 27.07.2019, on both the departmental
website and the school notice board. No fee in excess of the prescribed amount shall be charged.

The School/Governing Body shall enroll students within the period fixed by the Government.

The School/Governing Body shall not refuse admission on the following grounds:

i) Lack of proof of age.

ii) Caste, creed, religion, place of hirth, or language.

iii) Application submitted after the stipulated admission period (with permitted extension).

All safety measures must be followed as per the RTE Act, Karnataka Education Act, and relevant rules,
including Fire Safety and Building Safety Certificates from competent authorities, and safety guidelines
issued by K.S.C.P.C.R. and N.C.P.C.R.

The School/Governing Bady shall ensure:

i) No admitted child is detained in any class or expelled until completion of primary and secondary
education.

ii) No child is subjected to physical or mental abuse.

viii) Teachers shall perform duties prescribed under the Acts and shall not engage in private tuitions.

The school shall follow the State curriculum and prescribed textbooks.

. The school shall maintain norms and standards as specified in Section 19 of the Karnataka Education Act
and rules.

accounts shall be audited annually by a Chartered Accountant, and a copy of the audit report
mitted to the Deputy Director/Field Education Officer by June each year.

shall adhere to the Government’s Language Policy [Kannada Language Policy 2016].
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The Management Board and teachers shall act in accordance with the RTE Act, the Karnataka Education
Act, and rules.

The School/Board of Directors shall strictly comply with all Government rules and directives.
Updating of schoolinformation an SATS shall be completed by March every year as per rules.

Violation of any of the above conditions will result in cancellation of the school’s recognition, as per the
RTE Act, 2009, and the Karnataka Education Act, 1983.

After completion of the school accreditation process, all details submitted online by the Governing Body
will be made publicly available on the Departmental website.

In case of violation of conditions, the school’s recognition will be eancelled as per rules framed under the
RTE Act, 2009, and the Karnataka Education Act, 1983.
